Welcome back to a new year and an exciting new transition. 


During these first weeks of school we will be making new friends, getting to know our new teachers and getting back into the school routine. 


This half term our topic will be ‘Street Detectives’. We will be looking at our local area past and present, with an exciting project at the end. 


In Literacy we will be practising our handwriting to make sure our letters are formed correctly. We will be revising capital letters and full stops. We will also be writing stories with a familiar setting, instructions and some poetry. We will be looking at how to use adjectives, exciting verbs and noun phrases to improve our writing.


In Maths, we will be revising numbers to 100, plus trying to spell them. We will also be looking at place value, sequencing, addition and subtraction facts, counting in 2s, 5s and 10s, 2D and 3D shape and problem solving skills throughout. We will also be looking at data handling through our topic work.


In Science we will be learning about materials, as well as looking at plants in our local area.


We will be studying changes in living memory in History, looking at how our local area has changed. We will also be studying a local, historic, significant figure. 











In Art we will be looking at a famous local artist. We will be drawing, painting and creating collages of our local area.


We will be learning how to file, store and retrieve information in ICT, as well as adding text and pictures to documents using different software. 


In PE we will be improving our basic skills and focusing on team games. Please ensure that all PE kit is clearly labelled. PE kits can be left in school and will be sent home at half term to be washed. Please feel free to come in and collect your child’s PE kit if you would like to take it home sooner.  PE days are Tuesday and Thursday. 


Our Design and Technology will be linked to our local area topic. We will also be doing some baking during Eid Week Celebrations.


In Religious Education, we will be looking at belonging to a community and the different ways in which this can be expressed. We will learn about a number of different festivals including Eid, Diwali, Harvest, Hannukah and Christmas.


We will be looking at the local area and using fieldwork skills in Geography. We will be using basic geography vocabulary and learning some map skills. We will also be looking at the human and physical features around us.

Each week we will bring home 2 reading books, one to share and one to try ourselves. Please make sure your child’s books are in their bags and their diary has been signed. Please feel free to enjoy a range of books at home or enrol in the local library. You can record any extra books you read with your child in their reading diary. If you would like any extra from school then please feel free to pop in after school and change them. Children will have guided reading at least once a week, there may be a follow up task to complete sometimes. Please pop this into the children’s homework book.


After the children have settled back into school there will be homework. The children will have a homework book and can choose from a range of different activities.
