What does the creature look like? Size, length, weight etc.

Is this creature a predator or is it lower down the food chain? 
Draw and label diagrams to explain the features of this new species.
	Write a ‘True or False’ quiz with fascinating facts about creatures and plants under the sea.
How many weird and wonderful underwater creatures can you include in your quiz?
You might even want to use the Tellagami app we have used in school to record and present your quiz.
	Create your own submarine!  What material will your submarine need to be made of in order to dive into the deep blue sea?
Can you write an explanation detailing exactly how and why your submarine works?

Don’t forget to take pictures!

	Write a poem about the creatures living in the blue abyss, you could even focus on just one creature!

It might be an acrostic, shape, haiku or free verse poem.
	Use the internet or any books you have to discover everything you can about famous undersea explorers, such as Robert Ballard, Sylvia Earle, William Beebe and James Cameron.
What amazing discoveries did these people make?
	Find out about the different layers of the ocean discovered by scientists.
How many layers are there and what are their names?

You might want to draw and label a diagram of these layers or possibly even make your own model to show each layer visually.
	How many amazing shark facts can you find? 
Build them into a PowerPoint presentation or Word document. 

Remember to include images and maybe even some video clips too!
	Design an ‘Under the Sea’ board game. 
What will your counters look like / which underwater creatures will they represent?

Maybe you could even make your board game 3-D and play it with your classmates!
